Basic Guidelines:
-Each Team can only be 6 people and must have at least 2 girls.

-No student can play on more than one team.  Once they are on one team, they are on that team for the duration of the tournament.

-All Team Members must be in 12th Grade or below.  

-Each Church is allowed only 1 team.
-Churches may combine players to form a team if they do not have enough willing participants from their church/they do not have enough in attendance to make a team

-Sign Ups will be taken from until the close of opening Registration or until capacity is reached.  You may sign up by emailing the form below to NJYM@NJAG.ORG  by WEDNESDAY OCT. 30th.  After that registrations will only be accepted in person at registration and if there is still space.
-Once Registration closes before the Friday Afternoon Service we will close the registration for the Tournament. No more registrations will be accepted after this time.

-The max Capacity is 24 Teams due to Time Constraints.  First Come First Served.

-Games will move quickly.  Please arrive early.  We have to keep it moving.  If you are not there when we call for your team.  Your team will forfeit.

Game Play Rules:  

TEAMS NEED TO KNOW THESE RULES.  THEY WILL NOT BE REVIEWED BEFORE EACH GAME
-After The Whistle you can run and grab the ball, but the ball must go back to your team’s starting line before being thrown.

-You can’t hold the ball for more than 5 seconds.  If the referee counts down from 5 and you are still holding the ball you will be eliminated.

-Once you are eliminated you are out for the duration of that game. No coming back in on catches due to time constraints.

-If your cross the middle line you are out

-You can not run out of bounds on the side or the back to dodge a ball.  The only time you can leave the field of play is to retrieve a ball.

Eliminating players:

-Catch a ball that was thrown by an opposing player without it hitting the ground.

-If you are hit with a ball from an opposing player on the fly and you do not catch it you are out.

-Any ball that hits a wall or divider is dead. You can pick it up or catch it but the person who threw it is not out.
-Once a ball hits a person on the fly that person is out and that ball is dead.  A deflected ball is a dead ball. (Someone is NOT out if you catch it off someone else or off a ball they deflect)

-You may NOT use another ball to block an incoming ball.  If you do you will be out. 

-Once the incoming ball hits the ball you are using to block, the incoming ball is dead. 

OTHER RULES:

-Each game will have a time limit of 5 minutes.

-If a game reaches the times limit, whoever has more players remaining at the end of  the time limit will win.  In the event of a tie there will be a one on one sudden death.  Each team can pick whoever they want from players who are still in the game.  
-This is a Single Elimination Tournament.  Once a team loses they are done.  Time permitting the championship round may be best of 3.

-Please respect the judges’ calls or you are disqualified.  
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
